Demons

Thwart God’s purposes (Dan 10:10-14; Rev 16:13-16)

Extend Satan’s authority by doing his bidding (Eph
6:10-11)

Inflict people with diseases. (Matt 9:33)

Possess the bodies of men and of animals to control
their actions. (Matt 4:24; Mark 5:13)

Oppose the spiritual growth of believers. (Eph 6:12)
Disseminate false doctrine or teaching. (1 Tim 4:1)
